(CPCB) has estimated that India gmerates approximately 9.4 million tonnes

per annum plastic waste is recycled and 3.8 million tonnes per annum plastic
waste is left uncollected oon littered. (8,400 tonnes of aste per day)

Out of the 60% of recycled lastic

" 70 % is recycled at registered facilities

* 20 % is recycled by Unorganized Sector

* 10 % of the plastic is recycled at home

While these stafs are 38 % higher than global average of 20 %, there is
no comprehensive methoods in place for plastic waste management. This
also adds to increase in the carbon footprint since single use of plastic in-
crease the demand for virgin plastic products.

1) Reduce :-

Plastic, of cource, is unigiely problematic because it's non-bodegradable
and therefore sticks around for a lot longer than thhe other forms of waste.
Few small steps in day to day life would help to keep plastic’s a possible out of
the waste stream. Some of these steps may include . Ban on usage ex, plastic
carry bag, namely Andhra Pradesh, Delhi, Goa. Gujrat, Himachal Pradesh
etc.

2) Reuse :-

Reuseis a step up from recyling. It diverts plastic and takes pressure
off the recycling services. In fact, reuse isthe middie-msn between reduce
and recycling and same world be surprised at how many apportunities fooor
reuse there really are.

On canreuse plastic produce bags for sandwiches, plastic groocery
bags foor small trash bags, and re-use plastic Silverware. Most people skiop
this step and go directly to recycling, but reusing plastics can reduce the
demand for new plastics to be created.

For instance, since refillable plastic containers can be reused foor

many times. Container reuse can, lead to a substantial reduced use of materi-
als and energy with the consequent reduced environmental impacts.

3) Recycle :-

Recyling and re-utilization of wastw plastics have several advantages. It
leads to a reduction of the use of virgin materails and of the use of energy,
thus also a reduction of carbon dixide emissions.
